Theme:
Pulmonary

Global Aim:
In collaboration with patients, families, and information technology, the Central Connecticut Cystic Fibrosis Center aims to maintain and/or improve pulmonary health, particularly in the greater than 12 year old population

The process begins with assessing the expectations of families, patients, and care providers with regard to patient pulmonary health.  It ends with the annual review.

By working on the process we expect to increase pulmonary health, adherence, and consistency of care.

It is important to do this now because our patients deserve optimal care and respect.  

Specific Aims

1. Develop a tool/mechanism for the patient/family to communicate their pulmonary concerns to be discussed/dealt with at the clinic visit.

2. Develop a system to ensure patient profile is available to care providers at the time of visit.

3. Develop a tool to assess decision-making processes of MDs (especially regarding i.v. antibiotics)

4. Provide written communication/action plan to patients

5. Include patient/family in tool development.

6. Develop a tool to identify barriers to nutritional health for patients at nutritional risk and in nutritional failure (as nutritional status is related to pulmonary health).  
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
